- Tonight’s Match-up …. Tonight is the 22nd meeting all-time between Logan and 

Zanesville, and as the recurring theme goes, last scheduled meeting between the two 

schools. Zanesville leads the series 11-10, so the Chieftains will look to even the 

series as it takes a break. 

 

It has been a series of streaks – with Zanesville winning the first nine meetings, 

Logan answering with ten straight wins, with the Blue Devils winning the last two 

match-ups.  

 

The Chieftains are 3-4 – having suffered an SEOAL title challenge blow with a loss 

to Jackson, 42-7, last week. Zanesville is 2-5, losing close contests with ECOL 

powers Dover and New Philadelphia the last two weeks. The Blue Devils five losses 

have all come against teams fighting for playoff berths including a pair of 7-0 teams. 

 

- Home sweet home …. Logan is back at home for a two-game home stand following 

consecutive road trips to Portsmouth and Jackson in SEOAL play. The Chieftains 

have been road warriors in 2014, playing on the road six times including trips to 

Loudonville, Portsmouth, Meigs, and in two weeks to Warren. 

 

- M*A*S*H Unit …. Logan saw both starting offensive tackles – senior Keith Martin 

and junior Tommy Hayden – exit during the first half of Logan’s loss at Jackson last 

week with apparent ankle injuries. Juniors Brandon Skinner and Eddie Lanning, as 

well as senior Adam Baker, took over in their absences. Both players will be game 

time decisions tonight against the Blue Devils. 

 

- Passing streak ended …. Logan quarterback Lane Little had gone 112 straight 

passes without being intercepted, dating back to the week one loss against Lancaster. 

The streak is believed to be the second longest in school history trailing only Patrick 

Angle who finished his career on a 129 pass streak. 

 

- A shutout “shutout” …. With Jackson’s 42-7 route of Logan last week, Logan’s 

record streak without recording a shut-out stretched to 42 games. Logan last recorded 

a shut-out against Marietta in 2010. The two previous record stretches without 

recording a shut-out were from 2003-2006 (35 games) and from 1982-1985 (28 

games). 

 

- SEOAL …. A panel of SEOAL Media representatives selected Jackson as the 

favorite to win the SEOAL championship after a runner-up finish to Logan last 

season. The Ironmen return 21 of 24 starters after a 6-4 (3-1) finish in 2013. Logan 

was slotted as the runner-up, with Portsmouth third, Gallipolis fourth, and Warren 

fifth.
