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Game Notes: 

- Tonight’s Match-up …. Tonight is the final meeting between Logan and Portsmouth as 

members of the SEOAL, as Portsmouth will move to the Ohio Valley Conference next 

school year. Portsmouth was a founding member of the SEOAL in 1925, left following the 

1927 season, and rejoined in 2006. It is the 10th all-time meeting between PHS and Logan, 

with the Chieftains holding a slim 5-4 lead in the series. It is the SEOAL opener for both 

teams this season. 

 

- 2013 Round Up …. First year head coach Billy Burke brought a new attitude to Logan 

Chieftain Stadium, daring the Chieftains to “Restore Order” – declaring the intent to return 

discipline, expectations, and a winning attitude to the sideline. Despite an 1-3 start, Logan 

won 5 of their final six games on their way to securing the school’s 26th SEOAL football 

championship. 

 

Portsmouth was 3-7 under first year head coach Jason Sparks. The Trojans defeated rivals 

Portsmouth West and Ironton outside of the league, but surrendered over 36 points per game 

against SEOAL foes, finishing 1-3 inside the league. 

 

- Milestone Victory …. With last week’s 40-7 victory over rival Nelsonville-York, Logan 

recorded their 550th win since football was established as a Varsity sport in 1912. Only 30 

high schools have reported more than 550 wins all-time with the Ohio High School Athletic 

Association. 

 

- Air Raid …. Logan quarterback Lane Little eclipsed the 1,000-yard passing mark in last 

week’s victory, bringing his total for the season to 1,011 yards. Little is the first Chieftain 

QB to reach the four-figure mark in passing since Patrick Angle in 2009 and the 18th Logan 

QB to do so. Little has passed for at least 100 yards in all five games this season, including a 

season high 306 yards in Logan’s opener against Lancaster. His 13 touchdown passes so far 

rank 7th all-time at LHS and the junior is on pace to tie Patrick Angle’s school record of 26 in 

a season. 

 

Both Chance Cox and Isaiah Smith have caught at least one pass in each game so far in 

2014. 

 

- Big Play Bryce …. Junior running back Bryce McBride has rushed for seven touchdowns so 

far in 2014, including three touchdowns runs of 70+ yards. In ten career scoring runs, half 

have been 70-yards or longer. It has been at least 25 years since a Chieftain rushed for five or 

more touchdowns of 70+ yards in a career.  

 

- A shutout “shutout” …. When Nelsonville-York scored a touchdown with 1:46 to play last 

week, it extended Logan’s record streak without recording a shut-out to 40 games. Logan 

last recorded a shut-out against Marietta in 2010. The two previous record stretches without 

recording a shut-out were from 2003-2006 (35 games) and from 1982-1985 (28 games). 

 

- SEOAL …. A panel of SEOAL Media representatives selected Jackson as the favorite to 

win the SEOAL championship after a runner-up finish to Logan last season. The Ironmen 

return 21 of 24 starters after a 6-4 (3-1) finish in 2013. Logan was slotted as the runner-up, 

with Portsmouth third, Gallipolis fourth, and Warren fifth.
