Logan and Zanesville meet tonight for the 23
rd

 time and for the 

first time since 2014. ZHS leads the all-time series 12-10, with the schools meeting in 22 of 

the last 28 seasons. It has been a series of streaks. Zanesville won the first nine games played 

against the Chieftains before Logan won 10 straight between 1999 and 2009. The Blue 

Devils have now won the last three games. 

 

Zanesville, of the East Central Ohio League (ECOL), has defeated archrival Newark (32-27), 

River View (34-0), Miami Trace (27-13), and Mount Vernon (27-18).
