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2021 Logan Chieftain Football Preview

LOGAN — Exactly what, head coach Mike Eddy was asked, would constitute a 

successful football season for the Logan Chieftains? 

 

Now most coaches, when posed this question, would say something along the lines of 

taking each game one at a time, winning each and every game, reaching the post-season and 

making a long playoff run, and so forth. 

 

But Mike Eddy is a coach who reads, understands and knows the temperature of a room. 

Preparing for his third season as head coach, he knows what his team’s ceiling is. 

 

“The most obvious answer is not to start 0-5. We have to get off to a decent start,” Eddy 

told The Logan-Hocking Times. “Even if it’s 2-3, that’s not where you want to be, but for 

goodness sakes it’s not 0-5 and at least you have some hope” heading into the second half of the 

season. 

 

“We’re fortunate that our kids are fighters, that they are tough and that they are hard-

nosed,” he continued, “and that they finished the (2020) season strong, because most teams at 0-

5 are packing it in.” 

 

The 2020 Chiefs, who dealt with so many issues above and beyond what was going on 

with COVID-19, actually lost their first seven games but won their final three to finish 3-7. 

 

That was after a 2019 season in which the Purple & White lost their first four games then 

won four of their next five to get on the verge of making school history — attempting to rally for 

a .500 finish after an 0-4 start — before, being emotionally drained, they dropped their season 

finale to finish 4-6. 

 

But the ’21 Chieftains already find themselves in a state of upheaval and uncertainty and 

possibly facing an uphill battle that got much steeper during their two scrimmages. 

 

Key starters Carson Hodson, Traten Poling, Brayden Sturgell and Easton Castle are 

among those sidelined with injuries of various severity that may keep at least a couple of them 

off the field for an extended period of time. 

 

“We have to get off to a good start. Those first five games will dictate our season or as to 

whether or not you can count it as a successful season or a failure,” Eddy said. “And how we 

respond after our first loss is going to tell us so much about this team. How do we show up the 

next week? Do we come out and remain with high spirits and continue to be competitive, 

continue to work hard and fight and overcome that adversity and be in a position to win? That’s 

the second thing to me. 
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“It does come down to the second most-important thing… learning how to win,” he 

continued. “How many times have we been within one or two scores when the fourth quarter 

starts and don’t win the game? Or even having a seven-point lead going into the fourth and not 

winning the game? 

 

“That’s the next thing, learning how to win. That’s what separates an average team from 

a good team. Those teams that expect to win games. That’s what starting (0-4 and 0-7) the last 

two years has done to us. It’s taken that belief and that faith out of ‘yes, we can win this football 

games.’ We need that mentality of expecting to win the game.” 

 

The 2021 Chieftains return 17 lettermen, including two-year lettermen Keiton Arledge, 

Hodson and Poling… tough kids who also just so happen to be powerful shot put and discus 

throwers who, come spring, look to make a run at qualifying for the state track and field meet. 

 

That will be then. Now, the Chieftains look to do some revamping after losing 11 seniors 

from the 2020 team, including three-year veteran Henry Pierce, two-year lettermen Ian Frasure, 

Brandon Heft, Tyler Kost, Caden McCarty, Jonny McClelland and Quinn Walsh, and first-year 

letterman Cody Carrell. 

 

Pierce and McCarty earned first-team All-Southeast District honors and were tabbed 

Division 2 honorable mention All-Ohio by the Ohio Prep Sportswriters Association. 

 

McCarty led the Chiefs in rushing (933 yards on 168 carries and 11 touchdowns) and 

scoring (13 touchdowns and one 2-point conversion for 80 points), was the team’s leading 

tackler with 79 total (51 first hits, 27 assists and a tackle for loss) while breaking up three passes 

and setting what is believed to be a school record with five blocked kicks. 

 

Pierce was the backbone of the defense, finishing second on the team with 63 total 

tackles (24 first hits) while leading the Chiefs in tackles for loss (six), quarterback sacks (six) 

and caused fumbles (three) in being named first team all-district on defense. 

 

Frasure threw all but one of Logan’s 159 passes last season — Sturgell, this year’s 

starter, threw the other — for 929 yards, seven scores and 12 interceptions. 

 

And while Poling was the team’s leading receiver (23 catches for 346 yards and four 

touchdowns), only three other holdovers (nine total receptions) caught a pass. 

 

However, with the offense changing to a wing-T formation (see related story), the Chiefs 

won’t be throwing too many passes this season. They will look to grind the clock and play keep-

away from opposing offenses and will depend upon their defense to bend but not break. 

 

They did that in last Friday’s Jamboree preview game against Marietta, running the ball 

on 41 of 45 offensive plays, completing 1-of-4 pass attempts, and the D bent but didn’t break. 

            “I don’t expect us to look great early, because we have some guys learning some new 

things,” Eddy said. “We’re going to have some bumps in the road, but that doesn’t mean we’re 
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going to write off certain games. I know as a coach we’re going to have some issues to work 

through early and that’s all the more reason where we have to find some early success.” 

 

That early success will have to come primarily on the road. Logan opens Thursday at 

Jackson before visiting Teays Valley next week; then, after hosting Sheridan in week three, they 

travel to Warren and Chillicothe to finish off the first half of their schedule. 

 

            “If we can get two-plus wins — and I know that’s crazy for a coach to say — based on 

what the last two years have shown us, two-plus is a positive thing for us right now,” Eddy 

admitted. “I tell our players all the time, ‘one thing I’ll never do is lie to you. If we’re bad at 

something, I’m going to tell you. If we need to get better at something, I’m going to tell you. I’m 

not going to tell you all is going to be okay or that wasn’t too bad. That’s part of the deal, and for 

this team to have a successful second half of the season, we have to start faster and get some 

wins at the beginning. That’s going to determine successes and failures this year.” 

 

            The second half of the campaign offers home games against Athens, Columbus St. 

Charles, Meigs and Zanesville, with the lone road trip being a first-ever visit to Fort Frye. 

 

            And, while all teams were invited to the playoffs during the COVID-19 season of 2020, 

the top 16 teams in each region make the post-season starting this season. A .500 record very 

well might qualify the Chiefs for an 11th game in the Division II playoffs. 

 

Entering this season, Eddy has a couple mottos to go by: “Belief Without Evidence” and 

“The Proof is in the Progress.” 

 

“That is us,” he said. “We want these kids to believe in what we’re doing even though we 

don’t have the proof. We’ve been close to being an average team the last two years, but not 

enough evidence to say ‘see, if you do what we’re saying it’s going to work.’ So, they have to 

believe in their coaches, in the system and in each other and understand that this can work. 

 

            We have to “use progress as the proof,” he continued. “We’re making progress. That’s 

proof this does work, but we have to believe in it and come in and work at it every day.” 

 

            Eddy noted the summer buildup to regular August practices, which included a series of 7-

on-7 passing scrimmages at New Lexington in July, were good for the most part, but 

improvement will be needed. 

 

            “I feel like we had a very productive summer,” Eddy revealed. “We had a lot of ups and 

downs; we saw a lot of flashes here and there and a lot of things where ‘we have to work on that 

some more.’ I think what I was most pleased with this summer is that we’re really working hard 

to change the expectations of what summer looks like for a football team in getting guys here 

and participating. 

 

            “I felt like we put in so many hours in June and July and now that we’re into August and 

90 percent of the guys have done everything we’ve asked them to do,” he added. “They’ve come 
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in, worked hard and haven’t grumbled or complained, so from that standpoint I can see 

progress.” 

 

            At this point, the 2021 team consists of 12 seniors, 19 juniors, 17 sophomores and one 

freshman and the upperclassmen are pulling their weight both on and off the field. 

 

            “I think we have real solid leadership,” he said. “I think since I’ve been here this is the 

best group of leaders (with) not necessarily one guy doing all the leading. We have four or five 

guys who have a lot of influence on the team. This senior class and a couple juniors have done a 

really nice job helping prepare guys to get ready to play.” 

 

            While things still aren’t totally back to normal, obviously, things started falling into place 

this spring and Eddy hopes that continues to build as the season moves forward. 

 

            “We couldn’t hold a banquet,” Eddy said. “We brought in seniors only and a guest, tried 

to hand out some awards and give them a finality to their season, but there was none of that 

closing ceremony, so speak, for the season. 

 

“Then, weight room sessions were shut down during a portion of the winter months,” he 

continued. “We only had three starters in the weight room during the winter months because the 

others (were involved in other sports). It wasn’t really until spring that we started getting our 

starters back and it started feeling like (regular) team off-season activities. It wasn’t until spring 

that we started building this team.” 

 

It all comes down to changing the mentality and mind-set… and, now overcoming a lot 

of adversity on the injury front. 

 

“In the back of their minds, we were just waiting for something bad to happen or for the 

other team to make a big play,” Eddy noted. “You have to change that mentality to making that 

play that wins the game. 

 

“We can control how we respond to losses early in the season… and when games are 

close, do we expect to win them?” he added. “If we can get those two pieces figured out  —

mental toughness and leadership — and those things improve, we’re going to be in position to 

have a successful season.” 

 

This team’s intestinal fortitude is already being tested, well before even getting on the bus for 

Jackson on Thursday.

decisions as the result of injuries to Carson Hodson, Traten Poling, Brayden Sturgell and 

Colten Castle. At least a couple of those players will be out for an extended period of time. 

We’ll have an update for you on Thursday when we preview this week’s season-opening game 

at Jackson. The following story about the team’s personnel primarily reflects the composition 

of the Chiefs prior to all of those injuries, with some updates… Craig Dunn, Times Sports 

Editor).

LOGAN — Statistically, 2020 was indeed a tale of two seasons for the Logan Chieftains. 

 

In games one through seven, they went 0-7 and were outscored 249-82; but, following a 

nightmarish 62-0 Division II playoff loss at Big Walnut, Logan’s COVID-plagued season did a 

complete about-face. 

 

While the season could have ended with that playoff loss, the Chieftains, as a group, 

elected to move on… and it was a really good thing for the sake of the program that they did. 

 

In going 3-0 with home victories over Columbus East, Maysville and Teays Valley, the 

Purple & White outscored their foes 104-22. They went from being the dominated (35.6 to 11.7 

points per game in their first seven games) to being the dominators (34.7 to 7.3) the rest of the 

way. 

 

All that said, Logan coaches and players alike learned some valuable lessons over those 

final three weeks of the season and got a good idea what they needed to do in 2021. 

 

When the Chiefs play their season-opening Thursday night game at Jackson, they’ll be 

running their offense out of a wing-T formation to chew up valuable clock time and looking to 

their defense to keep the Ironmen — and all future foes — from striking quickly on offense. 

 

“Looking at our personnel, I just don’t see us being able to be a consistent offense trying 

to throw the ball around,” Logan coach Mike Eddy told The Logan-Hocking Times, “so for that 

reason we went back to a traditional wing-T concept. 

 

“We’ll try to rely heavily on an experienced offensive line while breaking in a new 

quarterback and some new running backs,” he continued. “We’re going to lean heavy on that O-

line early and be as good as they can make us and try to minimize mistakes from our skill players 

who are still getting up to speed.” 

 

They only got two opportunities to see what they could do in a scrimmage at Nelsonville-

York and in last Friday’s OHSAA Jamboree scrimmage against Marietta. 
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With all the injuries that they are currently dealing with — and with the regular season 

not even having started — two scrimmages were probably more than enough. 

 

At Nelsonville-York, “for a first scrimmage I thought it was a pretty efficient offensive 

line,” Eddy pointed out. “They created opportunities. Our skill players had a lot of mental 

mistakes and missed assignments. Some things that are mental errors we feel the guys we have 

there can physically do it but they have to mentally execute and minimize mistakes.” 

Eddy then invoked memories of Woody Hayes. 

 

            “On that side of the ball we’re looking at a three, four yards and a cloud of dust concept, 

just like old-school football. That’s going to be the concept,” Eddy said. “We’re going to throw 

the ball some, but that’s not going to be what our identity is. We’re going to line up and run the 

ball and if we get three yards, we’re excited; if we get 10 yards, we’re going to have a banquet. 

We want to control the clock and change field position and try to control the game that way.” 

 

            Most fields these days are field turf, not grass and dirt, but you get the idea. 

 

            Late last season, while they scored early and often against a far-less talented Columbus 

East team and didn’t have to control the clock in a 50-6 rout, against Maysville they held the ball 

for 30 minutes and 45 seconds and had it for 24:52 against Teays Valley, where the defense 

played its best game of the season. The results were much-needed 26-13 and 28-3 wins, 

respectively. 

 

            “In our first two years here, we were most successful in the second half of the year,” 

Eddy noted. “One of the reasons why was because we started running the football and 

controlling the line of scrimmage. That’s when we were the most consistent. 

 

“As a staff, we made the decision that this is who we need to be, this is what our kids are 

best at,” he added, “so from the beginning (it was) let’s make that who we are so that you’re not 

coaching a style or a concept or a mentality during the season. You establish that right up front 

and now you’re working on fine-tuning it.” 

 

It will be run first (and often) and mix in the pass when necessary or when most effective. 

 

            “The first two years we have four wide receivers and we’re spreading it out and slinging 

it around,” Eddy recalled, “then your (offense is) three-and-out, the defense is running back on 

the field, you’ve only ran a minute off the clock and the other team has the ball again.” 

 

            The Chiefs will thus start out as a running team and stick with that concept. 

 

            “As you morph into that running game as the season’s going on, now you’re having to 

over-coach and change kids’ mentalities,” Eddy noted. “You then take a Henry Pierce (a three-

year starter for the Chiefs who graduated after last season) from a tight end and make him a 

blocking running back, you move a wide receiver and move him into a wing. 
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“This year it will be nice that we’re not getting there, we’re starting there,” he continued, 

adding that “there are going to be some growing pains because we’re breaking in some brand-

new players at brand-new positions.” 

  

Quarterback 
            Junior Brayden Sturgell (6-0, 170), who last year threw the only pass not tossed by the 

graduated Ian Frasure, will wear the familiar No. 7 and is slated to take the snaps behind center. 

 

            Sturgell sustained a wrist injury in the N-Y scrimmage, however, and didn’t play against 

Marietta last Friday. He hopes to be back for Thursday’s opener. 

 

            “Sturgell did a great job in scrimmage one, his first live time being QB1,” Eddy said. “He 

stood in the pocket and took some big hits and threw the ball downfield when we asked him to. I 

thought he did a good job controlling the offense in the huddle and getting guys in the right spot. 

 

“Those were a lot of positives,” he added. “He showed a lot of positives, a lot of 

toughness and intelligence, so it’s going to be getting the pieces together.” 

 

Having a versatile athlete like Sturgell handling the ball in the wing-T makes him a dual 

threat. 

 

“One of the reasons why we like the offense is that the quarterback can still be a threat to 

run in the option game,” Eddy pointed out, “and when we do throw the ball there’s probably not 

going to be a lot of drop-back passing, it will be a lot of sprint-out, getting him on the edge and 

making him a threat to pull the ball down and run. 

 

“We definitely want to utilize his athleticism outside the pocket,” the Logan coach 

continued. “When you are successful, you are more successful with an athletic quarterback vs. a 

guy who just manages the offense. If you have a Q who can be a threat (the wings) don’t have to 

carry the whole load. Sturgell’s done a nice job with that.” 

 

There may be times when a manager is needed at QB, and that’s where sophomore Wyatt 

Woodgeard (6-0, 150) will be a great asset. He was certainly that and more last Friday, breaking 

a 68-yard run and scoring from a yard out on the next play. 

 

“I was really pleased to see his growth during the 7-on-7s, being able to step in there with 

the ones,” Eddy recalled. “He’s always calm and doesn’t over-complicate it, he drops back and 

throws the ball to the guy who’s open. It doesn’t have to be the perfect pass; just get it to the guy 

who’s open. 

 

“He’s made a lot of progress,” Eddy added. “He isn’t a Sturgell when it comes to being 

as much of a threat as a ballcarrier also, but he’s a guy we can trust to turn around and manage 

the offense and understand the offense and get the ball where it needs to be.” 
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Offensive line 
            Now in his third year as head coach of the Chieftains, Eddy has always been consistent 

with how he handles his O-line personnel. 

 

“You always have to have a pair and a spare… you have to have two guys you can trust 

and another guy who can rotate with them,” he said. “We feel we have four guys who can go in 

and play tackle for us; four guys who can play guard for us, and we have three guys who can 

play center.” 

 

Coaches need to “put the guys in there who give you the best chance to win,” he added, 

“but at the same time you have guys behind them you can trust if there’s an injury or a guy needs 

a break.” 

 

That’s especially the case after Carson Hodson sustained a knee injury last Friday. 

 

Those likely to play the bulk of the time on the O-line — where the Chiefs return the 

most varsity experience —average around 230 pounds per man. 

 

“Keiton Arledge (6-4, 330, senior) is at right tackle,” Eddy began. “He’s a returning 

(two-year) letterman who has aspirations of playing at the next level and is a guy who has high 

standards for himself. We’re going to lean on him quite a bit. 

 

“We’re going to be right-hand heavy because right beside him (at right guard) is Carson 

Hodson (6-1, 215, senior), another returning (two-year) letterman and the motor on this team,” 

he continued. “I can’t remember when he was ever off the field last year. I think he played every 

snap on offense, defense and special teams.” 

 

Unfortunately, depending upon the extent of his injury, it looks like that might not be the 

case this season. Hodson had also added kicking, long-snapping and occasional punting to his 

duties. 

 

“Those two guys are captains on the offensive line at right guard and right tackle and 

we’re going to lean on them,” Eddy revealed. 

 

The tight end won’t be catching the ball as much as blocking, but that’s something 

another captain, senior Justin Mustard (6-0, 195) can and will do for the Purple & White. 

 

“Justin Mustard will line up beside them a lot at tight end, a returning letterman and two-

way guy,” lauded Eddy. “He’s a tough kid, a good leader and another captain and does a great 

job trying to motivate and get guys going in the right direction.” 

 

With several options to snap the ball, Eddy said freshman Kallen Wilson (5-10, 230) is in 

contention for the starting position, though junior Anthony McCune (5-11, 260) made the bulk of 

the varsity snaps in the Marietta scrimmage. 
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“We’ve played four different guys there during June and July and now we’re into August 

just trying to find the right guy,” Eddy said. “We feel we have three guys who can play it; now 

it’s about finding the right one to be the starter. 

 

“We’re leaning toward Kallen Wilson, so we may have a freshman out there starting on 

our O-line,” he continued. “He’s a kid we trust from the standpoint of being a hard worker and 

crazy-intelligent for a freshman when it comes to the game of football. He understands the game 

and he’s only been in this offense for nine weeks.” 

 

Cayden Alford (6-6, 215) is at left tackle and fellow junior Dalton Brooks (5-11, 200) 

may emerge as the left guard. 

 

Alford “played right side for us last year and is a guy returning with experience,” said 

Eddy, who noted the Chiefs may also work junior Connor Carrier (5-11, 260) and senior Isaiah 

Campbell (6-1, 230) into that tackle rotation to create more depth. 

 

McCune and Alford have also rotated at center while Brooks, senior Christian Blount (5-

11, 180) and senior Mason Linton (5-8, 235) have all taken reps at left guard. 

 

All of the healthy linemen mentioned above may now be getting more duty than they 

originally planned on. 

 

“We think Brooks might have the heads-up (at left guard)… which isn’t a bad thing, 

because on the other side of the ball these same guys who are the rotators and kind of the 

backups on the offensive line are then going to turn around and be starters on the defensive line,” 

Eddy revealed. 

  

Running backs/receivers 
The running backs/wide receivers will have a number of different duties that don’t 

always make them runners and/or pass-catchers in the usual sense. 

 

“I joke and call them ‘wide tackles’ because we’re going to ask them to block, but we 

have a nice rotation of guys out there,” Eddy said. Junior “Easton Castle (5-6, 150) is the most 

consistent guy in knowing assignments and had success in our 7-on-7s this summer. Izaac Swope 

(6-0, 170, junior) and Kaiden Patton (senior, 6-0, 150) are there and on the top of the list right 

now and we have some other guys we can rotate in there.” 

 

The fourth co-captain, senior two-year letterman Traten Poling (6-0, 200) is the weak-

side wing and junior Alex Thompson (5-7, 150) will likely play on the opposite wing. 

 

“Those two guys will start for us and Varik Fick (5-11, 150, junior) and Phillip Fraley (5-

7, 160, junior) will rotate in with them,” Eddy noted. 

 

            Poling sat out the Marietta scrimmage with an elbow issue. Thompson, meanwhile, 

scored on a 40-yard run and Fick and Fraley got a number of touches. 
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“The job is very similar for Traten because it’s a lot of the things we asked him to do last 

year,” Eddy pointed out, “so he didn’t have as much learning… but the other three guys played 

wide receiver last year and we’re bringing those guys in as running backs, sometimes lead 

blocking and sometimes carrying the ball. 

 

“That’s a big adjustment, so that’s where our learning curve is. We ask so much out of 

that position. It’s a very versatile position because they have to have a wide skill set and also the 

ability to absorb a lot of information.” 

 

Sophomore Jack Brown (5-9, 165, sophomore) will handle the fullback duties lining up 

behind Sturgell. 

  

Defense 
“Defensively we’re probably going to be very similar to what we’ve been as far as 

schematics are concerned,” said Eddy, who is also the defensive coordinator. “The biggest 

problem we had defensively last year was creating a pass rush and defending the deep ball. You 

can’t be bad at both or you’re going to be in trouble.” 

 

And there were times when the ’20 Chieftains were bad at both, especially in that 

disastrous playoff defeat at Big Walnut. 

 

“It seemed like we had breakdowns in both areas at the exact-same time. We would be 

foolish not to be able to see those things,” Eddy noted. “Defense is where maybe we have to 

make the most growth this year because of graduation losses. 

 

“We’re going to be breaking in brand-new corners, brand-new linebackers and brand-new 

D-linemen,” he continued. “That’s where my biggest question marks are, what we’re going to 

look like on defense, and the depth on that side of the ball is not as good as it is on offense.” 

 

And as previously noted, since the Chieftains aren’t exactly going to be the kind of team 

that puts a lot of points on the scoreboard, the defense simply must step up. 

 

“We’re going to have a lot of pressure on us on defense to start the year because when 

you’re running the style of offense that we’re running, you have to be a bend-don’t-break 

defense,” Eddy acknowledged. “You can’t give up points. You can’t give up a four-play drive, 

and with this offense if you get down three scores, we’re in trouble.” 

 

The Chiefs have to force their opposition into miscues and poor field position, something 

they were able to do for the most part in the Marietta exhibition. 

 

“We have to be able to force offenses to drive the length of the field, put them in 

jeopardy for turnovers and penalties and long-yardage situations, and then actually be able to 

capitalize,” Eddy stated. 

 

“We have to get better in those areas and get off the field without giving up a lot of 

points,” he continued. “As a defense our mentality is we can’t give up more than 14 (points) each 
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week. That’s got to be our focus. We can give up two (touchdowns), or one big (TD play), but no 

more than that. If you can play solid defense and be efficient in the offense we’re running, you’re 

going to have opportunities to win games late. And that’s all we’re asking, to be in the game at 

the end of the game.” 

 

The original plan had Alford and Hodson at the defensive ends, with junior Simon Pierce 

(6-6, 180) and Campbell rotating in. Linton, Wilson and Blount have been playing a lot at the 

tackles, with Arledge stepping in on occasion, so depending upon what happens with Hodson 

they, too, will all likely take on extra responsibilities. 

 

“So (for) those guys who were kind of the twos on offense, their assignment is to earn the 

right to be the No. 1 on defense,” Eddy stated. “Right now, we’re probably looking at starting 

with Linton, Carrier and Blount rotating as the three tackles inside the box. 

 

“Poling and Ryan Harden (6-1, 170, junior) have been playing our outside linebacker, 

then inside the box Mustard and Brooks have taken most of the inside linebacker reps and Tyler 

Dawson (5-5, 170, junior) has also been there a little bit.” 

 

Logan starts almost totally anew in the secondary. 

 

“Sturgell starts at free safety and Jack Brown (5-9, 165, sophomore) starts at adjustor,” 

Eddy said. “If the dominoes need to fall, Sturgell moves up to that adjustor — for us, that’s kind 

of a hybrid player, an outside linebacker/strong safety. Sometimes his focus is a run-first 

defender and other times a pass-first defender, so we made up the term adjustor. 

 

“He’s the guy who has to do the most movements, sometimes on the strong side, 

sometimes on the weak side, sometimes run first and sometimes pass first,” he added. “Mentally 

it’s a complicated position based on coverages.” 

 

Castle, Swope and Patton have gotten the majority of reps as defensive backs, with 

Sturgell and Thompson rotating in at free safety. Castle didn’t play against Marietta due to a 

knee injury. 

  

Special teams 
            After Hodson kicked off to start the Marietta scrimmage before going down with a knee 

injury on the third play from scrimmage, Brown handled punting and kicking duties and booted 

an extra point. 

 

Hodson had stepped up to at least do placekicks. 

 

“We went out to practice and didn’t have a kicker,” Eddy recalled. “We put everybody on 

the sidelines and said ‘anybody who thinks they can kick, get over here.’ And the only guy who 

stepped forward was Hodson. I said ‘Hodson, get outta here. You’re not kicking, you’re the 

snapper.’” 

 

So the coaches gave him one try and Hodson booted the ball inside the 5-yard line. 
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“Okay, you’re hired,” Eddy recalled, laughing heartily. 

 

Hodson’s KO Friday night went inside the Marietta 10-yard line. 

 

“We’re very fortunate that Hodson is a multi-talented football player,” Eddy noted. “He 

can play any position on the offensive line or defensive line and we took him to 7-on-7s so he 

could get reps as an emergency inside linebacker. He’s our long snapper, our kickoff guy and our 

field goal-extra point guy.” 

 

Eddy had stated prior to Hodson’s injury that, when the Logan offense gets inside the 

opponents’ 30-yard line, he might give him a chance to try a field goal in the right situation. 

 

Hodson “has enough leg that if the ball’s inside the 30, I’d take a shot,” Eddy said, “but 

consistency is the key. When he’s at practice he’s repping on offense and defense and not as a 

kicker” in the 10-minute time frame before practice or on his own afterward. 

 

Castle is the primary holder for placement kicks when healthy. His backup, Woodgeard, 

handled that duty Friday night. Brown now likely becomes the full-time punter — just who will 

kick off if Hodson can’t play is one of the many things the coaching staff now needs to 

determine — while Poling, Castle, Fick and Thompson rotate to return kickoffs and punts.

Tradition 

10. - The Robert Dee Gabriel Memorial Color Guard. They present the colors before each home game, a unique 

part of the Chieftain pre-game, and just another aspect that makes Football Fridays on the Hilltop special.  

9. - Tomahawk Award Stickers. These stickers were first given out in the late-1960s. The decals have changed 

over time, but they decorate Chieftain helmets to this day. 

8. - Hitting the "WIN" sign as the team leaves the locker room. The origin of the "WIN" sign is unknown, but 

every kid who walks into the locker room knows its importance. Even if you're walking out for gym class, it's 

hard not to put your fist on the sign. 

7. - The Pre-Game Pile Jump. Following the run through "Tunnel 'L'," members of the Varsity football team 

form a mass of purple while the last couple of players, usually captains and seniors,  jump on top of the pile to 

give final words of encouragement. 

6. - Singing the LHS Fight Song after every win. Following every win, the Chieftains gather at mid-field to sing 

the LHS Fight Song. This is especially sweet after victories over rivals on the road or after clinching the SEOAL 

title at home. 

5. - Willie Dicken's "Touchdown, Logan." Following every Logan touchdown, two famous words shout over the 

loudspeakers at Bill Sauer Field, Touchdown, Logan! 

4. - Fast Entrance. The Logan Marching Chieftains signature entrance. One of the most unique spectacles in all 

of high school sports. Helps define Friday Nights on the Hilltop. 

3. - Victory Bell. We're still researching the origins of the LHS Victory Bell that rings out following every 

Chieftain Victory.  Following the singing of the LHS Fight Song, the boys sprint to the East Gates to let the sweet 

sound of victory ring! 

2. - Senior Walk. Starting by the Seniors of 2001, following the final home game, all the seniors join arms and 

take one final walk across Bill Sauer Field. Although it is a new tradition, it's one that has grown quickly.  It's a 

bitter sweet moment and a fitting end to a long journey. 

1. - Tunnel "L."  If you talk to current or former players, they'll tell you there is no bigger rush than running 

through the Logan Marching Chieftain's "Tunnel 'L'" just before kick-off. With thousands of fans on their feet, 

it's one of the loudest moments of the evening.
