Game Notes: 

 
- Tonight’s Match-up …. Tonight will be the ninth meeting between the Logan 

Chieftains and the Teays Valley Vikings – a matchup that has been played every 

season since 2013. The Vikings lead the series 6-2, although Logan topped TV 28-3 

last fall in the season finale for both teams. 

 

Teays Valley dominated in all three phases of the game in a 28-17 victory over 

Chillicothe last week. The Vikings used a long 70+ yard run to set up their opening 

touchdown, scored on an 80-yard pass play, and returned a kick-off 99-yards to 

account for nearly all of their points. They held Chillicothe to only 43 rushing yards 

in a physically dominating performance. 

 

Logan opened with a lackluster 42-7 loss at Jackson. Despite taking an early 7-0 lead 

thanks to an opening 93-yard kick-off return for touchdown by Traten Poling, 

Jackson used their advantages in size and speed to punish the purple and white. 

 

- Who to watch: Logan …. Logan’s new wing-t offense was limited to just 78-yards 

on 32 carries last week against a stout Jackson defense. Right tackle Keiton Arledge 

leads Logan of the offensive line while quarterback Brayden Sturgell, fullback Jack 

Brown, and wing back Traten Poling are runners to watch. 

 

Defensively Logan opened strong, but struggled after a mental error led to a 70-yard 

touchdown run by JHS. Linebackers Justin Mustard and Poling along with defensive 

back Sturgell led LHS with five tackles each. Poling added a pair of tackles for loss 

while defensive back Alex Thompson broke up an enemy aerial. 

 

- Who to watch: Teays Valley …. On offense, Camden McDanel led the Vikings 

with 105 yards and a touchdown on just 10 carries while quarterback Tyler Love did 

damage with his legs (7 for 52, touchdown) and arm (2-6, 126 yards, touchdown). 

Sophomore receiver Harrison Payne had an 80-yard scoring reception and also 

returned a kick-off 99-yards for another score.  

 

Peyton Weiler leads a physical and aggressive blue and gold defense from his outside 

linebacker post. Luke Bullock is big, quick, and disruptive from his defensive end 

spot while McDanel and Gavin Karshner are thumping inside linebackers. 

 

- Captains …. Logan’s 2021 captains are seniors Keiton Arledge, Carson Hodson, 

Justin Mustard, and Traten Poling. Poling is the fourth two-time captain in school 

history joining Anthony Schrader (1920, 21), Dakota Dement (2016, 17), and Jonny 

McClelland (2019, 20). 

 

Hodson joins his brother Carson (2017) as a full-time captain. 
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- On this date …. Tonight, will be the third game ever played on August 27th for LHS 

with LHS still searching for their first win on the date. All three previous games were 

season openers. Most notable was a 24-21 loss on the old Hilltop field against 

Lancaster in 2004, the first game between the two schools since 1957 that was 

decided by a closing minutes field goal.
