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Game Notes: 

 
- Tonight’s Match-up … Tonight Logan and Chillicothe play for the 20th time and it will also 

be the last scheduled matchup as Logan moves to the Ohio Capital Conference starting next 

season. The Cavaliers lead the all-time series 11-8 and have won six of the last eight 

matchups. CHS won 24-0 last season. 

 

Chillicothe enters tonight with a 0-4 record, but their four prior opponents are a combined 

15-0. The Cavaliers lost to St. Charles 21-18, London 21-0, Westerville North 42-0, and 

Harvest Prep 40-7. Harvest Prep and London are perennial playoff powers who expect to 

compete for regional championships while St. Charles and Westerville North are both 

emerging programs who also have high expectations.  

 

Logan enters tonight’s game with a 1-3 record following a 20-14 win at Warren last Friday 

night. Logan’s losses came to Jackson (22-0), Teays Valley (28-6), and Sheridan (41-10). 

The three teams Logan lost to are a combined 9-3. 

 

- In memory of CD …. This season, the Chieftains are wearing special decals on their 

helmets in memory of longtime Logan sportswriter and Chieftain supporter, Craig Dunn. 

The decals are a silhouette of Craig’s trademark purple hat with the initials “CD” inside. 

Craig was a 1977 graduate of Logan High School and began covering sports for the Logan 

Daily News – and later the Logan-Hocking Times – while he was still in high school.  Craig 

passed away suddenly this past spring. 

 

- Looking for 600 …. Logan enters tonight with 592 wins in program history and an overall 

record of 592-432-37. They first played football in 1905. In their history they have also won 

26 league championships, qualified for the OHSAA playoffs nine times, and finished with 

perfect 10-0 regular season records seven times. 

 

- Who to watch: Logan …. Kaden Morgan led the Chieftains with 125 rushing yards on 10 

carries and added three receptions for 36 yards to lead the team statistically last week. For 

the season Morgan has run for 231 yards on 55 carries. Jack Walsh has rushed for two 

touchdowns as a situational quarterback and caught a third as the team’s top receiver (nine 

receptions, 151 yards). 

 

Jacob Kahrig returned an interception 96 yards for a touchdown, broke up three passes, and 

recorded eight tackles in Logan’s week four victory over Warren. Maddox Arnett led the 

Chiefs with 12 stops including two for loss and a sack. Free safety Jeremy Fraley caused two 

fumbles and recorded seven tackles.  

 

- Who to watch: Chillicothe…. The Cavaliers changed offensive philosophies and 

quarterbacks in last week’s loss to Harvest Prep. Juan Miller moved to quarterback in a 

power I based offense and completed a touchdown pass. Shawn Smith leads the team with 

345 yards and a touchdown on 89 carries.  

 

Defensively Chillicothe is physical and disruptive up front, and their linebackers play 

downhill. Truitt McGlone plays at linebacker while Cole Crawford anchors the defensive 

line. The secondary is full of seniors led by Mamo Willison and Lucas Rinehart. 
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- Ohio Capital Conference …. Logan has been independent since the Southeastern Ohio 

Athletic League dissolved following the 2016-17 school year. Logan was a member of the 

SEOAL, which was founded in 1925, for its entire existence. 

 

Logan will be joining the OCC-Buckeye division in 2024-25along with Canal Winchester, 

Groveport-Madison, Lancaster, Newark, Pickerington Central, Reynoldsburg, and Teays 

Valley 

 

- Captains …. Logan’s 2023 captains are seniors Jack Brown, Lucas Wolfe, and Wyatt 

Woodgeard along with juniors Jack Walsh and Kallen Wilson. All but Brown are legacy 

Chieftains – their fathers all played at LHS. 

 

Walsh and Wilson are just the fifth and sixth underclassmen to serve as captains. Walsh joins 

his father, Pat, and brothers, Brady and Quinn, who previously served as captains. 

 

- On this date …. Tonight, will be the twelfth game ever played by LHS on September 15th 

with the Chiefs holding a 7-5 record on the date. Logan first played on September 15 in 

1939, a 59-0 win over McArthur and most recently played on the date in 2017, a 44-7 loss to
