- Tonight’s Match-up … Tonight is the 26th meeting between the Zanesville Blue 

Devils and the Logan Chieftains. The series, first played in 1923 and semi-regularly 

since 1991, has been marked by winning streaks – with ZHS winning the first ten 

meetings and Logan answering with their own 10-game streak between 1999 and 

2009. The Blue Devils have won the last five matchups, including a dominating 43-0 

win last fall. 

 

Zanesville, under first year head coach TJ Langermeier, is 3-6 overall despite a 

midseason offensive reset after a season ending injury to their starting quarterback. 

The Blue Devils started 3-2 overall but have lost their last four games against 

Licking County League competition.  

 

Logan have rebounded from a disappointing 0-3 start to climb back to a 3-6 record 

heading into their final game of the 2022 season. Logan fell to state-ranked Fort Frye 

31-7 last week and lost on a final minute 2-point conversion two weeks ago at 

Buckeye Valley, 29-28. 

 

- Chieftains 110 …. This fall, Logan will celebrate the 110th anniversary of their first 

football season in 1912. The school will hold a Celebration of Champions on 

September 16, welcoming back anniversary championship teams from 1952, 1977, 

1987, 1992, and 2007. 

 

Logan has won 580 games, 26 SEOAL championships, and made nine playoff 

appearances. LoganFootball.com will be writing a long form story on the 1952 

champions for their 70th anniversary, has prepared a pregame video for the video 

board featuring footage from as early as 1950, and will be compiling a list of the 110 

greatest players in school history. 

 

- Who to watch: Logan …. Senior halfback Varik Fick is the Chieftains leading 

rusher with 889 yards and seven touchdowns on 134 carries, but sophomore 

wingback Kaden Morgan has come on strong in the second half of the season to total 

412 yards and four touchdowns on 69 carries on the season. Senior Brayden Sturgell 

will be used as a situational quarterback in wildcat sets and has run for 200 yards on 

40 carries and a touchdown so far this season. 

 

Defensively, linebackers Jack Brown and Tyler Dawson leads the Chieftains with 73 

and 71 tackles respectively. Dawson made 19 stops against the Cadets last week. 

Senior end Brandon Ross leads the purple and white with four sacks and senior 

corner Easton Castle has a team high three interceptions. 

 

- Who to watch: Zanesville ….  Senior receiver Xavier Steger-Sowers is a top target 

when the Blue Devils spread the field while running backs Trevor Lyons and Tre 

Bradford are gifted runners. Ma’ke Staunton is a dual threat quarterback with big 
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play potential while speedster Robert Guest can play all over the field lining up in the 

slot and the backfield. 

 

Defensively, linebackers Lyons and JJ Willett play down hill while Christian 

Ramirez and Canon Mercer anchor the defensive line. Dean Johnson can play in the 

box or in space as a strong safety. 

 

- White lids… The Chieftains are wearing white helmets this season for the first time 

since 1985. Logan only wore white in the post leather helmet era until switching to 

purple in 1986 but have brought back the white lids thanks to a campaign led by 

former Chieftains from the 1970s. The spear on the side of the helmet has been worn 

as far back as 1970 and consistently since that same 1986 season. 

 

- Captains …. Logan’s 2022 captains are seniors Dalton Brooks, Varik Fick, Brayden 

Sturgell, and Izaac Swope. Sturgell follows his uncle Josh, a current LHMS coach, 

who was an LHS football captain in 2003.   

 

- On this date …. Tonight, will be the 13th game ever played by LHS on October 21 

with the Chieftains holding a 8-4 record on this date. They first played on this date in 

1938, a 13-12 win over Pomeroy and most recently defeated Hamilton Ross 23-0 in 

2016. Logan clinched league championships with wins over Jackson (27-13) and 

Gallipolis (35-29) in 1994 and 2005 respectively.
